Exploration of Interaction and Cooperation in Tourist Development

Abstract The tourist products of Bianshan conunty has so far still characterized the low order and doesn’ t hold the monopolistic sta-
tus compared with other tourist sites in Chongging. Thus it’ s of great difficulty for Bishan to come into being a far influential and ade-
quately attractive touring brand simply by resorting to the advantage of its tourist resources. Based on so poor-gifted touring condition
Bishan has to pay attention to interacting and cooperating with adjacent regions in exploiting tourism for the sake of sharing interests in
the market full of vehement competition.
