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An Investigation into the Self-Esteem of Undergraduates and the Influential Factors
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Abstract This research investigated 500 undergraduates of three universities in Chongging at random. We found that college
students who come from countryside key universities hot majors and high consuming ability families surpass significantly
those in the opposite conditions in the aspect of school achievement self-esteem. Similarly the social self-esteem of those who
come from countryside high consuming ability families and with high academic achievement surpass that of others significant-
ly. It also shows that family financial status influences the college students”both school achievement and social self-esteem
while interpersonal relationship of family-influences their overall self-esteem levels.
