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Abstract This research is to explore the background and motivations of undergraduates”economic self-supporting the condi-
tions influencing factors and their typical traits so that we can try to construct the framework of the undergraduates” eco-
nomic self-supporting. This study adopts open questionnaire and uses content analysis for data process. The result showed
that the undergraduates seek economic self-supporting mainly to solve their economic difficulty and their motivations are
composed of internal motivation external motivation and internalization of external motivation. Their conditions influencing
factors and economic independence are closely associated with their ability and personalities. From this study it can be con-
cluded that the framework of undergraduates”economic self-supporting is made up of motivation and ability.
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
